The GNFAC talked to the rider on the phone, but he did not have many details as this was his first time riding in
the area and he had poor visibility. He was on his sled, mid-slope in a gully, filming a friend when he was hit
from behind. He had rescue gear and an airbag pack, but the handle for the airbag was zipped closed and he
could not deploy it. His upper body was buried under 3" of snow and his lower body was out. He was dug up
quickly without injury. His sled was also buried with a small piece sticking out of the snow.

He thinks he was on the Fisher Creek side of Henderson Mountain.

It was snowing and blowing hard all day.
